Morecambe & District Hockey Club – Parent/Guardian & Spectator Code of Conduct

We urge parents/guardians and spectators at all times to remember that young people should play hockey because they enjoy it and want to be part of the club.  It is really important that the following is adhered to if we are to build a safe and happy club that is built on mutual respect and regard for each other.

· Encourage your child to learn the rules and play within them

· Discourage unfair play and arguing with officials

· Help your child to recognise good performance, not just results.

· Never force your child to take part in sports

· Set a good example by recognising fair play and applauding the good performance of all.

· Never punish or belittle a child for losing or making mistakes.

· Publicly accept officials’ judgements

· Support your child’s involvement and help them to enjoy their sport.

· Never use inappropriate language or gestures.
· Parents/Guardians must accompany their children to the playing area and ensure that the coaches are present rather than ‘just drop them’ off in the car park
· If you collect your child please pick them up from in front of St Martin’s leisure centre where a coach will be waiting with them.

· Always collect your child/ren within 10 minutes of the end of the training/event time or contact the coach or St Martin’s to notify them if this is not possible.

· Inform the Junior Co-ordinator of any changes of contact details or medical conditions for your child/ren.

· Ensure your child has suitable kit for training and match sessions (shin pads are compulsory and gum shields are recommended).  Astro boots or trainers are a must and studded boots are not allowed.

· Ensure your child is provided with plenty of fluids to drink but no fizzy drinks.
